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Homework



1. Homework has a positive impact on average (+ 5 months), particularly with 
pupils in secondary schools.

2. Some pupils may not have a quiet space for home learning – it is important for 
schools to consider how home learning can be supported (e.g. through providing 
homework clubs for pupils).

3. Homework that is linked to classroom work tends to be more effective. In 
particular, studies that included feedback on homework had higher impacts on 
learning.

4. It is important to make the purpose of homework clear to pupils (e.g. to 
increase a specific area of knowledge, or to develop fluency in a particular area).
